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Reflection & Discussion Questions 

 

God introduces himself as I am 

Read and discuss Exodus 3:7-14 (NIV) 
7 The Lord said, “I have indeed seen the misery of my people in Egypt. I have heard them crying out because of their slave 

drivers, and I am concerned about their suffering. 8 So I have come down to rescue them from the hand of the Egyptians 

and to bring them up out of that land into a good and spacious land, a land flowing with milk and honey—the home of 

the Canaanites, Hittites, Amorites, Perizzites, Hivites and Jebusites. 9 And now the cry of the Israelites has reached me, 

and I have seen the way the Egyptians are oppressing them. 10 So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my 

people the Israelites out of Egypt.” 
11 But Moses said to God, “Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh and bring the Israelites out of Egypt?” 
12 And God said, “I will be with you. And this will be the sign to you that it is I who have sent you: When you have brought 

the people out of Egypt, you will worship God on this mountain.” 
13 Moses said to God, “Suppose I go to the Israelites and say to them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and 

they ask me, ‘What is his name?’ Then what shall I tell them?” 
14 God said to Moses, “I am who I am. This is what you are to say to the Israelites: ‘I am has sent me to you.’” 

 

*What can we learn from these verses about God’s character? How is He different than the other gods? 

*What does it mean that the God of everything is not distant or unmoved by His peoples’ pain?  

*How have you seen His concern for you? 

 

Fear is the greatest tool the enemy has to get us to break fellowship with God 

Read and discuss Exodus 14:10-14 (NIV) 
10 As Pharaoh approached, the Israelites looked up, and there were the Egyptians, marching after them. They were 

terrified and cried out to the Lord. 11 They said to Moses, “Was it because there were no graves in Egypt that you brought 

us to the desert to die? What have you done to us by bringing us out of Egypt? 12 Didn’t we say to you in Egypt, ‘Leave us 

alone; let us serve the Egyptians’? It would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the desert!” 
13 Moses answered the people, “Do not be afraid. Stand firm and you will see the deliverance the Lord will bring you 

today. The Egyptians you see today you will never see again. 14 The Lord will fight for you; you need only to be still.” 

 

*What do we see about the people from this passage? How can you relate? 

*What fear or anxiety is breaking your fellowship with God recently? 

*Where do you need to be still? What rhythms do you have for regular stillness?  

 

He saved them so that He could be their God and they could be His people 

Read and discuss Exodus 14:21-31 (NIV) 
21 Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and all that night the Lord drove the sea back with a strong east 

wind and turned it into dry land. The waters were divided, 22 and the Israelites went through the sea on dry ground, with a 

wall of water on their right and on their left. 
23 The Egyptians pursued them, and all Pharaoh’s horses and chariots and horsemen followed them into the sea. 24 During 

the last watch of the night the Lord looked down from the pillar of fire and cloud at the Egyptian army and threw it into 

confusion. 25 He jammed the wheels of their chariots so that they had difficulty driving. And the Egyptians said, “Let’s get 

away from the Israelites! The Lord is fighting for them against Egypt.” 



26 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea so that the waters may flow back over the Egyptians 

and their chariots and horsemen.” 27 Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and at daybreak the sea went back to its 

place. The Egyptians were fleeing toward it, and the Lord swept them into the sea. 28 The water flowed back and covered 

the chariots and horsemen—the entire army of Pharaoh that had followed the Israelites into the sea. Not one of them 

survived. 
29 But the Israelites went through the sea on dry ground, with a wall of water on their right and on their left. 30 That day 

the Lord saved Israel from the hands of the Egyptians, and Israel saw the Egyptians lying dead on the shore. 31 And when 

the Israelites saw the mighty hand of the Lord displayed against the Egyptians, the people feared the Lord and put their 

trust in him and in Moses his servant.
