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Discussion and Reflection Questions

Pilate’s job was to stop anything that seemed like a rival kingship
Earthly kingdoms and Jesus’ kingdom are very different.

*How would you describe the differences between these two types of kingdoms?
*How is each one defined by their King or leader?
*How does the source of authority play into the rule of each one?

Jesus’ Kingdom is ‘from another place’ and has a different purpose

Read and discuss John 8:33-37(NIV)

33 Pilate then went back inside the palace, summoned Jesus and asked him, “Are you the king of the Jews?”

34 “Is that your own idea,” Jesus asked, “or did others talk to you about me?”

35“Am | a Jew?” Pilate replied. “Your own people and chief priests handed you over to me. What is it you have done?”
36 Jesus said, “My kingdom is not of this world. If it were, my servants would fight to prevent my arrest by the Jewish
leaders. But now my kingdom is from another place.”

37 “You are a king, then!” said Pilate.

Jesus answered, “You say that | am a king. In fact, the reason | was born and came into the world is to testify to the
truth. Everyone on the side of truth listens to me.”

*What does this passage say about where Jesus’ kingdom is?
*What does it say about the reason Jesus came?
